MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

Graham Page of Golden Valley Poultry in Whitmore Vale Road. He explained how his business had quickly expanded over the last year and was bringing people from far and wide to Grayshott. This was of course welcomed.

A further Company, Renrock Construction Ltd, had applied for membership but was about fifty yards out of the agreed area. It was put to the meeting that they should be accepted for membership. This was unanimously agreed. 
90% of payments for adverts in the Grayshott Directory had been received and it was hoped that the balance, now almost four months overdue, would soon be forthcoming. Following a suggestion from the meeting, it was agreed to explore the possibility of a wider coverage for the BIG Directory.
A letter and certificate of appreciation had been received from EHDC with regard to the banner advertising we did with them at the Butserfest08 event.
A full assessment of the Christmas Light power cost had been done and it was hoped that the cost would be greatly reduced from last year, partly as we put them on later in the year and for fewer hours each day, and that power for some was provided by members of BIG.
A banner advert promoting Grayshott had been taken out for the February/March issue of the “Life in Haslemere” magazine at a cost of £100.
It was noted that pupils from the Royal School had done a Saturday morning survey in the village for the Square Group, and might be willing to do further surveys. Members were asked to consider what information might be useful should a survey of shoppers be done.

Peter Hatch reported that he was putting further refinements on his site and more message boards. He happily reported that most past sponsors had paid up for the current year which would continue to cover the cost of maintaining the site. 
www.grayshott.com/big reported that there had been no further progress with regard to direct access but PH reported that he was hoping to set up a meeting in the near future to progress the situation. There was some discussion with regard to how people outside the Grayshott area, when looking for various types of businesses, could be directed to the businesses in the BIG Directory. Various help was offered to look into this. It was agreed to follow this up. 
GRAYSHOTT CONCERTS

All tickets had now been sold for the Karl Jenkins concert arranged for Saturday 14th March. Vivien Harrison went on to report that on Friday 8th May, Pianist Howard Shelley and the London Mozart Players would be performing “Mozart on the Ivories”.  
The final part of the new staging was shortly to be delivered. This will enable the staging of Beethoven’s “Eroica” Symphony and Mozart’s “Flute and Harp Concerto” in the Autumn.
It appeared doubtful that funding would be in place this year to hold an open air opera, and, due to the current financial climate, should the proposed Festival of Music & Art for 2010 go ahead, it would not be as grand as originally intended.
VM reported that the Grayshott Concerts AGM would be held the following evening and also thanked all the various sponsors of the events held throughout the year. Thanks were given from the chair for all the efforts put in by both Vivien and Peter.
GRAYSHOTT IN BLOOM  

It was planned to organise the hanging baskets in a couple of months time, with Applegarth again sourcing them at a competitive cost. Due to the balance carried forward from last year, it was hoped to keep the cost to businesses down to moderate levels, particularly as many would be forced to carefully watch their overheads.
PARTY IN GRAYSHOTT (PiG) 

It was reported that the Village Pantomime, to be held in the Village Hall on 13th & 14th March, would be “Dickus Whitticus”! Tickets would soon be on sale at Grayshott Books for what promised to be a fun-filled event. No decision had yet been decided with regard to the Fun Day, though, if held, it would likely be on 21st or 28th June.

It appeared that a storage facility for stage props etc. may soon be found.
VILLAGE SQUARE

Caroline Kaighin reported that good progress was being made and an exhibition would be held later in the year that would outline the eventual agreed plan for the Square. In the meantime several events were being planned in order to raise further funds for the work. These include a Pancake Race on 24th February, a “Best of British” meal in the Square on 10th May as well as an event on St Georges Day, 23rd April.

The litter pick would take place on the following Saturday, starting at 10.00am at Leete’s car park and finishing at 10.45am at the F&P for beverage. Volunteers were asked to bring their own gloves
CHRISTMAS MARKET

The Christmas Market held in the Village Hall was a resounding success. Thanks were extended to Ann Myers and her team for organising the event and to Magical Rooms for providing the grotto and children’s gifts. It was felt that very few villages would provide a visit to Father Christmas for local children and provide a gift, all free of charge, and also attract a notable personality. It was hoped to reduce the small deficit for the event if the appeal regarding the cost of hiring the village hall is successful. 
St. LUKE’S CHURCH & SCOUT GROUP
St Luke’s Church were delighted that not only had BIG started off the appeal for the funds to refurbish the church organ with £500, but the £730 collected at the “Carols in the Square” organised by BIG in conjunction with Grayshott Concerts completed the amount required. Gordon Sanderson then went on to promote the Holiday Club being organised by the church for children during the first week of August. It was also pointed out from the floor that some children could plug into the schemes organised by the Princes Trust. GS also reminded members that there would be a quiz evening organised by the Scouts at the village hall on 7th Feb.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Shop Awards Dinner at the Gurkha Durbar was almost fully booked. Clive Slaughter, the Chairman of the Parish Council had agreed to present the awards and Phil O’Connor would do the photos for the press coverage.

It was hoped to have a last ditch effort in getting a wider audience to encourage the NT not to shut off the old A3 once the tunnel has been completed.
