MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

Two new members were welcomed; Gillian Chard of Wizard Interiors, a professional curtain maker and interior designer, and Bernard Rigg, a local environmental specialist, who was willing to give free assistance to members.
It was also reported that Naked Grape, a fine wine off-licence, was hoping to shortly take over the Old Cycle shop, and that Hands & Feet Dunn were taking over the premises vacated by Transformation. This renovation had created quite a bit of various timber that was available free of charge to anyone willing to collect it.

Vicky Martin from Conference Dynamics then gave a short address about 4Networking, the largest joined up networking organisation in the country, with various groups in nearby areas, which were open to all businesses. She left leaflets for members to peruse at their leisure.
The Christmas Light switch on went very well with children enjoying the free rides on the Carousal that had been jointly donated by BIG and Grayshott Concerts. The Christmas Market also went down very well in the Village Hall, thanks to the efforts of Ann Myers, Magical Rooms, Debbie Norman and Kaighins, not to mention Father Christmas. In spite of the fantastic support given by various members og the Village Hall committee, it was felt the the cost seemed rather high (resulting in a loss for the event) and that this year consideration should be given for another venue.

The Carols in the Square on Christmas Eve was hugely supported. Moray did a great job going through the entire carol booklet which left many people hoarse! A collection made afterwards raised the magnificent sum of £700. Our Treasurer, Caroline Kaighin, then made presentations of £400 to Grayshott Day Centre and £300 to the Arthritis Group Grayshott. Helene Sanderson and Sybil Saunders expressed their thanks and gratitude for these donations and explained how well the money would be used.
A letter of thanks had been sent to Hidden Gardens for their very generous donation to the “Grayshott in Bloom” scheme. Following the news that the Grayshott Scene would no longer be delivered, it was suggested that the Parish Council might like to review the decision if BIG volunteered some help in delivering it.

The BIG New Home Voucher Scheme was now fully operational with twenty businesses already offering a welcome voucher to newcomers to the village. Full details were on www.grayshott.com/big (voucher heading).
Phil Bates was continuing to represent BIG with regard to signage on the new A3 and the village traffic calming measures. HCC were due to hold an exhibition of the traffic calming measures to be undertaken in the village hall sometime in February. Details will be circulated when a date has been finalised.

 It was pointed out that there would be a requirement for quite a lot of work on the Christmas Lights this year.
GRAYSHOTT.COM + /BIG
Again, members were asked to ensure the accuracy of their details on either site and advise of any changes.  Peter Hatch reminded new members that their web site could be posted on Grayshott.com free of charge and that he was always happy to post up any news.
GRAYSHOTT CONCERTS

Vivien Harrison reported that their AGM was being held the following night and then went on to remind members that Grayshott Concerts was an initiative started by BIG that very quickly became so successful that it was agreed that it run itself as a separate entity, which in fact was more advantageous in obtaining certain grants. Their first drama – Dicken’s “A Christmas Carol”, performed by the “Strange Face Company” last November had been a great success, and shortly afterwards their second “It’s Christmas Concert”, performed by Excelsis and the choristers of St Edmunds had also been widely acclaimed. This event, together with previous projects, enabled the massive sum of £2,800 being raised for the “St Luke’s Church Bells” fund. 
Their next concert would be “Handel’s Messiah” on 20th March, with Excelsis, Grayshott Baroque Orchestra and a line up of 4 exceptional soloists. It was recommended that tickets be ordered quickly as nearly two thirds had already been allocated. 
GRAYSHOTT IN BLOOM  
Following various groundwork carried out by Caroline Kaighin and Vanessa Thompson, a special hanging basket has been sourced that will retain moisture longer and the supplier will also carry out a more regular watering programme as well as supplying more colourful plants. The initial cost for the baskets will be very much dearer, but they will then be suitable to use every year, meaning the cost in future years will be reduced. In order to ensure traders are not asked to contribute much more, a donation has already been made to the scheme by “Hidden Gardens” and it was hoped a further donation would be made.
PARTY IN GRAYSHOTT (PiG) 

Gillian Chard reported that PiG would be putting on a panto, The “Rock “n” Horror Panto Show” on March 12th/13th and the “Sunday Funday” on Sunday 20th June. There would also be a “Grayshott Challenge” team-based event held on Sunday 2nd May, with further details to follow. It was hoped to re-instate the “Pyrotechnics Display” this year on 7th November, subject to finding a suitable venue. She added that it was hoped that businesses would contribute prizes for the Funday raffle and deliver them to a central location to be decided nearer the time.
VILLAGE SQUARE

A Christmas gift wrapping service carried out in the Square had been successful thanks to Keats Estate Agents giving over the use of their office, helped immensely by the appearance of the real Father Christmas! The next event would be a pancake race to be held at midday on Tuesday 16th February.
It was reported that work on the Square was due to commence early April, and that BIG had donated £35 for the cost of a tile that would depict the BIG logo.
LITTER PICK
The litter pick would take place on the following Saturday, starting at 10.00am at Leete’s car park and finishing at 10.45am at the F&P for beverage. Volunteers would be welcomed and were asked to bring their own gloves. The special “Bag Holders” donated by the Parish Chairman, were now making the job very pleasurable!
St. LUKE’S CHURCH & SCOUT GROUP
Moray Thomas reported that Youth work was very much ongoing and would be progressed as much as possible. Audio visual equipment was being re-vamped in the church and a children’s zone being created at the back of the church. There was also a Grayshott Support Network being introduced by Anna Lubelska. He then went on to remind members that one of the church rooms was available for hire for business meetings. It was wired for wi-fi, and local services, such as refreshment, were available. 

Gordon Sanderson then went on say that the Scouts would be organising a quiz in the Village Hall on 6th February, with everyone welcome, and added that the Christmas Postal delivery service had been well used.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS
i) The Shop Awards Dinner would be held on Sunday 7th February 2010 at the Fox & Pelican. 7.15 for 7.45pm. It was requested that tickets be booked as soon as possible. Cost will be £18 per head.
ii) Grayshott Movies will be showing their next film at the village hall on Wednesday 17th March. It will be “Morris, a life with bells on”. Tickets will be on sale at Grayshott Books in the near future.
iii) In response to the recent adverse conditions experienced in the village, an Emergency Grayshott Group, (EGG), had been set up to spring into action as quickly as possible to create a quicker response in the event of future adverse conditions. A data base of volunteers is being set up. Equipment will also be sought to assist in such conditions. Beside the volunteers, funding will also be required. As businesses are likely to benefit from such a scheme, they will be asked for a small donation to go directly into the scheme. In return, the Parish Council will match the funding. A separate request note will be sent out to businesses.
A point was made that not only should shopkeepers be encouraged to keep the pavements clear in front of their premises in inclement conditions, but guidance should be given as to their liabilities when it is carried out. Guidance is actively awaited by Hampshire County Council on this point.

It was also pointed out that a planned delivery by the church to all local households in the near future could be utilised to distribute information about EGG, asking for volunteers as well as details of any vulnerable people in such conditions.
