MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

A BIG member reported that a business start-up grant from EHDC had been successfully obtained. 
An advertisement had also been repeated by BIG to go in the “Butserfest” programme, organised by EHDC.
The Golden Valley Poultry Farm event staged at the end of June had been a great success. Graham Page, the proprietor, then went on to present a cheque for £500 to the BIG “Grayshott in Bloom” scheme which had been raised on the day as well as a donation to “Party in Grayshott (PiG)”. He was warmly thanked. He then concluded by thanking those that had given him so much help on the day; in particular Dave Philips, who erected the PiG marquees and provided the sound system and spent all day at the event. Thanks were also extended to Kemal Babur (BBQ), Julie Bevis (Balloons) and the Social Club (supplying drink at cost).  
 An application had been made to the “Hidden Gardens” group by “Grayshott in Bloom” for a contribution following a substantial repair to the water bowser.

BIG representatives attended a recent meeting of a newly formed business group in Liphook to give a brief resume on how BIG operates. 
An invitation had once again been received from the Social Club to hold an occasional meeting at their premises. A response had been sent thanking them but, following a decade of holding it at the F&P, it was felt that there could be some confusion should the venue be changed from time to time. However, it was suggested that it would be worth exploring the possibility of holding other BIG events there. 
This was followed by various discussions with a fairly determined response by the Club officials that they felt the BIG meetings should have a change of venue from time to time. As this year’s meetings had already been fixed, it was agreed to return to the topic again at a later meeting.
“Life in Haslemere” agreed to distribute some BIG Directories along with their magazine in areas that had not been covered by our local distribution.

GRAYSHOTT CONCERTS

Vivien Harrison reported that Beethoven’s “Eroica” Symphony and Mozart’s “Flute and Harp Concerto”, to be held on Saturday 12th September, only had 20 tickets left. This would be the largest orchestral production yet, only made possible by the new staging recently bought. 
Following that was their first drama – Dicken’s “A Christmas Carol” in St Luke’s Church on Wednesday 25th November. Then on 6th December would be “It’s Christmas”, performed by Excelsis and the choristers of St Edmunds, with funds going to St Luke’s Church.
VH then reported that “Grayshott Concerts” was applying for “Charitable Status”. This would have several financial benefits although there would be additional administrational burdens.
Finally, she was delighted to announce that Karl Jenkins had agreed to be the Patron for Grayshott Concerts, partly, she felt, due to the enthusiastic welcome they had received from the Grayshott audience at the Stabat Mater concert.

iii) Details were given with regard to the BIG Charity Golf Day, sponsored by Gascoigne-Pees, on 2nd September at Hurtmore Golf Club. It was planned to have a perpetual trophy to the memory of Tony Stocks presented to the winner of the day. Tony played his last round of golf in the competition last year. The day would consist of teams of four, starting at 1.00pm, followed by a 3-course evening meal. Members to book their place with Dick Smith.
iv) The question of signage from the A3 to “Grayshott Shops with free parking” from the various road work diversions was being taken up by BIG along with Grayshott Parish Council and EHDC, with a meeting with the Highways Authority being planned in the near future.

v) EHDC were hoping to put Grayshott in a trial “virtual tour” programme in the near future, with six businesses already agreeing to be guinea pigs should the programme go ahead.

vi) In a bid to save Undershaw, the past home of Sherlock Holmes, becoming a Youth Hostel or housing estate, funds were being raised in order to draw up plans to try and create a more sympathetic scheme.
