MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

Letter of thanks had been received from Grayshott Parish Council for BIG’s help in organising the Spring Cleaning Day last March and one from Grayshott Cricket Club for our donation in support of their U9’s team. The donation will assist them in getting even more coaches qualified, the cost being nearly £150 per coach. Each gives their time freely. It was reported that there are now around 150 youngsters who are given a challenging outlet for their energies. The Club was applauded for providing a terrific public service.

Thanks had also been received from Tri-golf for the support given them for their Open Day. It had been a great success.
BIG members have been invited to compete again in the “Village Sixes Competition” on Sunday 29th August, where BIG were runners-up last year. SIX good volunteer cricketers were now needed.
Phil Bates continued to represent BIG with regard to negotiations on the A3 signage off new A3 and the village traffic calming measures. His concern at the moment is SCC going ahead with traffic calming measures in Headley Road BEFORE the opening of the tunnel. Clive Slaughter reported that the Parish Council were seeking talks with SCC with regard to the matter.
The BIG New Home Voucher Scheme was reported as going well with two dozen businesses already offering a welcome voucher to newcomers to the village or immediate surrounding area. 

Negotiations were ongoing with the Parish Council as to the level of donation BIG would give towards the cost of the power supply for the Christmas Lights.

Following some haggling, the cost of the new baskets and troughs had been reduced to £2,072.
GRAYSHOTT.COM + /BIG
New members were reminded that their web site could be posted on www.grayshott.com free of charge. It was also stressed the importance of members checking the accuracy of their information.
In his absence, Peter Hatch sent a report stating that he had just taken out a licence with VR2020 to set up a virtual tour of Grayshott, and was now in a position to offer local businesses an opportunity to become “hotspots” on the Grayshott virtual tour. This would become an integral part of Grayshott.com and provide an interesting new and enjoyable way for visitors to look up, and look into, local businesses. The cost of “hot spots” would be kept as low as possible to encourage a high take-up. They would be on offer at £15 per month or £150 

per year, with existing sponsors of the site getting a further discount. Peter reported that he could set the “hot spots” up and administer them for businesses, or, if they prefer, they can choose to do it themselves.
Businesses with extensive premises can use additional “hot spots” (at a discount) to take visitors inside their premises. He requested that businesses wishing to be among the first “hot spots” make contact with him as soon as possible, either by e-mail or phone (07855 519644)
It was asked from the floor if it would be possible to have some kind of warehouse on the site to show off businesses that operated without business premises. It was agreed to ask Peter to look into this.

There was a further point raised asking if it was possible to have some form of geographic map on the web site showing how centrally situated Grayshott was, with distances from stations and airports etc, the intention being to show potential visitors, within a 30/35 radius, how easy it is to get to Grayshott and how close it is.  

 GRAYSHOTT CONCERTS
Vivien Harrison reported that last Saturday saw the largest professional orchestra ever assembled in St. Luke’s. 44 players 1 soloist and a conductor.  Thanks to the new staging they were all accommodated and produced an exhilarating performance.  The acoustics at St Luke’s were superb.
The next event will be on Wednesday 7th July, and is a combined production between Concerts and Applegarth Farm, “The Shakesperience”, an open air event at Applegarth Farm. Starting with a barbecue supper – with a wide selection of salads, cheeses, & breads, a fully stocked bar and a selection of desserts – to be consumed in a copse of beech trees – adjacent to the polo field where there will be a professional game of polo as you dine.  

The barbecue supper will start at 5.30 and the polo will run from about 5.45 – 6.30

Shakespeare’s comedy “Love’s Labour’s Lost” – performed by the very talented Guildford Shakespeare Company – will start at 7.30 with the production tailored to fit the woodland setting in which it will be staged.  

Ticket prices for the performance range from £15 to £25, with numbers limited due to the type of licence being operated under. Barbecue suppers including polo match are £15 with drinks extra

Unfortunately, due to the logistics, it will not be possible to accommodate self catered picnics.

The Concerts team added that they were very appreciative of the continued support received from members of BIG, and reminded members there would be a further concert (Emperor with pianist Howard Shelley) on Saturday 11th September

Particular thanks was given to Colin Thompson for his work on this, and to Caroline Kaighin, who had organised the supply and filling of the new baskets, which will be going up on Thursday 28th May.
PARTY IN GRAYSHOTT (PiG) 

Brian Archer reported that the “Village Fun Day” on Sunday 20th June, would start at 1.00pm, with the road closure at midday, and finish at 7.00pm. The theme for the Carnival, starting at 2.00pm, would be “World Cup Safari”. There would be a fun fair, hog roast and other stalls. Raffle tickets would go on sale in the near future.   
A suitable venue had still not yet been located for a pyrotechnics display and it appeared insurance for the event would still be prohibitive. 
VILLAGE SQUARE

Traders had experienced some problems with the work being carried out at the Square; mainly with the parking and access restrictions, as well as noise and dust. It was also felt that, as it appeared to be a building site, some people were being deterred from stopping to shop. HCC had agreed to try and have a banner made saying “Business as usual”, but nothing had been forthcoming. The men on site were doing their best and were being very cooperative. They had ensured access had been reasonable and were going to release some more parking by moving their large stockpile of slabs to the car park behind the Gurkha Durbar, having been generously given permission. It seemed many shoppers were asking what the Square would look like when finished, and it was felt it would be useful if there was an illustration put up in the Square showing that. Clive Slaughter agreed to try and arrange this. Completion was expected to take up to another two months.
The topic then moved on to parking issues in general. There was annoyance expressed with some businesses still allowing their vehicles to be parked on the road for long periods during the day. As noted many times, this could result in a serious loss of passing trade. Assuming a passing motorist stopped for half an hour, a loss of one parking space could result in 16 lost trades each day. Discussion centred on whether the only answer was yellow lines with a waiting limit or a further letter sent to all traders. The latter course of action was decided.

The litter pick would be taking place on Saturday (22nd), the venue being Leete’s car park at 10.00am, finishing at 10.45am with a beverage at the Fox & Pelican. ALL VOLUNTEERS WELCOME.
St. LUKE’S CHURCH & SCOUT GROUP
A “gift day” would coincide with the Village Fun Day, when it was hoped to raise much of the shortfall in the budget following some capital expenditure this year to improve the church. It was suggested that the PiG group consider putting any surplus raised on the Lord’s Day to this fund. Members were reminded that one of the church rooms was wi-fied and available for hire for business meetings. 
It was reported that the Boundary Walk would be held on Sunday 3rd October……..on a slightly different route this year (supposedly Dick Smith proof!!) The Scouts Group are looking for sponsors for the 150 signs……...which could promote a business all round the Grayshott countryside. Any other company wishing to promote themselves at this event were asked to contact Gordon Sanderson.
Volunteers were still needed for the Children’s Holiday Week in August.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Grayshott Movies were putting on another show, Dean Flannery, at the Village Hall the following evening. Barbie McSean added that a new caretaker would be starting in the near future and thanked the many volunteers that had helped with the work at the Hall.
BIG had agreed to cooperate with the new Grayshott Community Plan as required. There was some discussion as to the future plans with regard to the Recreation Ground, and it was hoped this group might assist in formulating the way forward.
It was hoped to start work on the new Grayshott Directory over the next few weeks with the new edition being ready for September.
A note would be put out to gauge the interest for a fishing contest afternoon with evening meal.
PK School reported that a recent race night had raised £2,680…an incredible sum.
Grayshott Football Club reminded members that there would be an African Football Evening at the Village Hall on Saturday 12th June, with tickets available at £20.
