MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

Several new members were welcomed. These were: Polo4 – run by Tom & Estelle Benson at Applegarth Farm where polo lessons will be given, Grayshott Football Club – represented by Mark Hall, FirkinFest – beer festival organisers, Bay Leaf Restaurant – a new Indian/Nepalese Restaurant run by Bishnu & Ramu, due to open mid-October, rha-photography – by Reg Horlock & Everybodies Beauty – a beauty salon run by Michelle Dowdell and due to open in November. 
It was reported that the Kapadokya was being re-branded and would re-open mid-October as “La Bella Luna”.
Mark Wayer & Jennifer Gayler had now moved out of Grayshott and consequently had to give up membership. Best wishes had been extended to them.

“Grayshott in Bloom” had received a donation of £300 from “Hidden Gardens” towards the cost of a repair to the water bowser. A letter of thanks had been sent. 
The results of a shopping survey in Grayshott were still being awaited.
The previous month’s full page spread promoting Grayshott’s recycling efforts in “Life in Haslemere” had been well presented.
Following the recent Grayshott Cricket Club Awards Evening, which had been very well attended by the youth of the village, and where BIG presented trophies to the U9 & U10’s, it was decided to increase BIG’s sponsorship from £100 to £150 for next season. The Club were congratulated for the fantastic work they were doing for the young people of Grayshott.

They also organised a 6-a-side tournament for sponsors which BIG made to the final, only to lose with just 3 balls to go in the final over.

The BIG Charity Golf Day held in August attracted forty players and was a big success, raising £1,200. A memorial cup in memory of Tony Stocks, who tragically died soon after playing his last ever round of golf in last years fixture, was presented to the winner.
The players then decided that the proceeds of the evening would be split, with £400 going to cover the cost of a carousel at the BIG Christmas Market to give children free rides, and the balance to go to Fairbridge, a national charity that Tony supported, that helped young people to develop confidence, motivation and skills to turn their lives around. Peter Hatch kindly accepted the cheque to pass on to Tony’s wife, Marjolein, and passed on her heartfelt thanks to BIG.

Again, members were asked to ensure the accuracy of their details on either site and advise of any changes.  New members were reminded that their web site could be posted on Grayshott.com free of charge.
GRAYSHOTT CONCERTS

Vivien Harrison reported that Beethoven’s “Eroica” Symphony and Mozart’s “Flute and Harp Concerto”, held earlier this month in St Luke’s church, had been a great success. It was the biggest orchestra ever with over 40 members. She went on to say that this would be followed by their first ever drama – Dicken’s “A Christmas Carol”, performed by the “Strange Face Company”, in St Luke’s Church on Wednesday 25th November. 
The village Christmas lights would also be switched on earlier in the same evening.  
Then on 6th December would be “It’s Christmas”, performed by Excelsis and the choristers of St Edmunds, with funds going to St Luke’s Church bell fund. It was recommended that tickets be purchased as soon as possible, as they tended to sell out very quickly. 
GRAYSHOTT IN BLOOM  
The watering system gave a lot of problems this year that resulted in the display looking more drab than normal. The bowser has now been fitted with a new motor, so should be back to normal. However, it was very apparent that during dry and particularly windy weather, the watering needs to be more frequent, which would bump the cost up considerably. Efforts were now being made to find ways round this without the traders having to pay any further additional cost, and to also ensure that future displays would be more colourful. Once the objective has been achieved, it was hoped that the traders involved would continue to support the scheme.  
PARTY IN GRAYSHOTT (PiG) 

Peter Hatch reported that PiG would be putting on their panto, the “Rocky Horror Panto Show” on March 12th/13th next year and it was hoped to have a village “Fun Day” next year on Sunday 20th June and the “Pyrotechnics Display” on Sunday 7th November.
He went on to outline how PiG had teamed up with the Village Hall to create “FirkinFest”, and on Friday & Saturday 30th/31st October, would be holding a Beer Festival in the Village Hall. Various groups had been booked to play at the event, which would culminate with the “Upbeat Beatles” on the Saturday night. Tickets would be on sale at Grayshott Books at £5 for each day and £12.50 for Saturday night. As numbers had to be limited, it was recommended that tickets be bought as soon as possible. Businesses were then asked to consider sponsoring the event or advertising in what would be a prestigious programme. If any surplus was made, it would go to village events.
VILLAGE SQUARE

The “Gurkha Lunch” held in the Square had been very successful and it was reported that a further £30,000 had been received from two sources within EHDC towards the cost of refurbishment. 
Kaighin & Daughter would be laying on a BBQ in the Square between 10.00 & 12.00pm on the Sunday of the Boundary Walk and there would be a Christmas present wrapping service in the Square on the Saturday before Christmas Day.
LITTER PICK
The litter pick would take place on the following Saturday, starting at 10.00am at Leete’s car park and finishing at 10.45am at the F&P for beverage. Volunteers would be welcomed and were asked to bring their own gloves. John Bevis agreed to organise this.
St. LUKE’S CHURCH & SCOUT GROUP
Moray Thomas reported that their Holiday Club held last August had been very well attended and was very successful. He was also delighted that two teenage groups had already been set up with one or two older people mentoring them. An alternative Halloween evening was being planned and the Harvest Festival would be held on 4th October. There was then a reminder about the Scouts organised “Boundary Walk” on Sunday 27th September. There would be a £5 charge by the Scout Group to cover admin etc, but participants would be free to get sponsorship for whatever cause they chose. The route was approximately 8 miles and could be started from either the British Legion or Ludshott Common car park. Phil O’Conner was supplying free water at the cross-over of Hammer Lane and the Grayshott Social Club would be giving out a free beverage to all walkers. Applegarth Farmshop were also offering a large discount to all walkers stopping for food or beverage. 
Lastly, there was an appeal for helpers on the day. Anyone who could assist was asked to ring Gordon Sanderson on 605819.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS
i) Phil Bates reported that Paul Arnold, of the Highways Agency, had been contacted, and would be sending details of all signage within the next week or two. Once received it would be carefully perused to ensure motorists had plenty of time to pull off the A3 to shop and use the free parking. 

ii) EHDC were still hoping to put Grayshott in a trial “virtual tour” programme in the near future, with six businesses already agreeing to be guinea pigs should the programme go ahead.

iii) The BIG “Christmas Market” would be held in the Village Hall on Saturday 12th December. Anyone wanting a stall would need to contact Ann Myers on 604665.
iv) Andrew Meehan had now developed the outline of a welcome pack for all new residents to Grayshott and immediate surrounding area. The contents of a paper that he had produced, was read out and would be e-mailed to all members. In particular he was looking for guidance on whether the scheme should apply to existing residents moving to the same area. There didn’t appear to be any great feeling about this one way or the other.

v) Cllr Sam James addressed the meeting, saying how enlightening he thought the meeting was, and then went on to present Vivien Harrison with a cheque for Grayshott Concerts from his fund allocated by Hampshire C.C. This was duly gratefully accepted.

A question was asked from the floor with regard to virtual business centres being organised by EHDC, with one being advertised as being in Grayshott. Other than being possibly at the Post Office, no-one was able to throw any light on it. It was agreed to contact Andy Farrier at EHDC to find out more information.
EHDC were now offering a lot of help and support to local businesses and it was felt there would be merit in asking someone to come and explain in detail the various services now on offer. It was agreed to try and fix something up in the near future. 
Moray Thomas then added that there was a spare church room with wi-fi that could be used by businesses for up to 8/10 people that could be hired out from Monday to Friday each week. He then went on to ask if anyone might volunteer their marketing skills as he wanted to piggy-back Grayshott Concerts for local young artists.

It was reported that the Messenger would be doing a Grayshott Page in the near future.

1st East Hants were offering IT training courses at very moderate cost. Anyone interested should contact Janet Easton on 01730 710017.

Following the proposal to increase the conservation area in the village, it was reported that there would soon be an exhibition in the village hall where anyone can see what is intended and how it will affect those concerned.

Finally, Kim from the Fox & Pelican reported that there would be a ¼ million-pound refurbishment carried out at the pub during October/November. This would result in a closure for a couple of weeks.
