7. Village Planning Matters

7.1. 
Appeal -  SHA/15213 - BOOTS UK LTD – APPLICATION FOR PRELIMINARY CONSENT PRIOR 
TO INCLUSION IN THE PHARMACEUTICAL LIST IN THE VICINITY OF GRAYSHOTT SURGERY, 
BOUNDARY ROAD, HINDHEAD, SURREY GU26 6TY 

The meeting was adjourned for Dr. Sleator to address the committee and was then reconvened. After some 
discussion it was agreed that a letter be sent to the NHS Litigation Authority reiterating the Council’s original 
reasons for objecting to the establishment of a pharmacy at Grayshott Surgery and stating that the Council 
would wish to be represented at any oral hearing.

7.2.   Land at rear of Phillips House. – The option agreement and Deed of Easement produced by Drum 
Housing’s solicitors had been considered by the Chairman, and various amendments suggested via our 
solicitors, Burley and Geach. He expressed concern that these errors had not been spotted prior to onward 
transmission to the Parish Office. The Chairman also pointed out that the Deed of Easement granted all 
rights over the revised main drainage alterations to the ‘Service Media Provider’ despite the fact that it is on 
Parish Council property and could possibly encroach on the tennis courts. A supplementary letter was 
produced by Drum’s Solicitors, the detail of which would be added to the Deed of Easement when it is 
granted, which could be some time away. Concern was expressed by the meeting that such supplementary 
documentation had been known to go astray; also that the ‘Service Provider’ needed to be told quite firmly 
that it is the Council that is prepared to grant the easement and not vice versa. Mrs Gale proposed, Mr 
Jones seconded, and all agreed that the Chairman should instruct our solicitors to put the matter back to 
Drum Housing for amendment.

7.3.
Banners at Applegarth and Tri-Golf - No reply yet received from EHDC.

Mrs A Myers alerted the committee that a car was parked and left unoccupied in Headley Road 
each morning around 8.30am opposite the fire station.  It caused traffic jams because of the proximity to the 
pinch point. The committee agreed that there was no action that it could take as there were no yellow lines.

8.1 A letter has been received from resident about the position of the pole and notice for the disabled bay in 
Crossways Road.  It was agreed that a problem did exist and that the matter should be referred to 
Highways for their attention.
