3. Minutes of Meeting held on 11th May 2009 - The minutes of the meeting held on 11th May 2009 were agreed and signed.
3.1 
Matters Arising - There were no matters arising.

The Chairman requested approval and Councillors agreed to bring item 6.3 forward on the agenda. The Chairman adjourned the meeting to hear from Mr. Nick Joad, a member of the Petersfield Beekeeping Association and Holly Russell, an allotment holder. The meeting then re-convened and Mr. Joad and Mrs. Russell left the meeting.

Mr. Joad provided material for Councillors to read on the subject of beekeeping which the Clerk was asked to copy and circulate. Mrs. Gale suggested that more information was required from Headley PC and Liss PC about the rules for beekeepers with hives on their allotments. Mr Murphy volunteered to speak to a local resident who has kept bees for many years. Mrs. Gale, Mr. Murphy and Mr. Jones agreed to set up a sub-committee to assess the matter further and report back to GPC in September, with a view to notifying Mr. Joad by the end of the year.

Planning & Conservation Committee

Minutes of Meetings held 1st June 2009 and 2nd July 2009 - the following items were brought to the Council’s attention:

Committee recommendations:
4.2.1 
Meeting held on 1st June 2009 – Mr Jones reported that the applications for Little Witches, and Ambleside had received no objection. There was no objection to the change of use at Bowleswood Farm for an eco-burial site however points had been raised regarding the roofing, power cables and WC. The advertisement banners outside Applegarth Farm had been discussed and correspondence sent to EHDC in this respect. A reply had not yet been received. A new Parish Plans officer at EHDC had been appointed and it was felt that it would be a good idea to explore a Parish plan further.
4.2.2 
Meeting held on 2nd July 2009 –No objection was made to applications regarding 17 Kingswood Firs, Pine Cottage and Pigeonhole as well as a revised application for Bowleswood Farm. Following the meeting Mr. Jones had discussed the matter with the Chairman of Headley PC planning committee who would be speaking at the EHDC North Planning meeting in this respect. Mr. Jones did not feel it necessary to attend. Item 7.1 Appeal by Boots UK Ltd for Preliminary Consent to be included in the Pharmaceutical List - it had been agreed that a letter be sent to the NHS Litigation Authority reiterating the Council’s original reasons for objecting to the establishment of a pharmacy at Grayshott Surgery and stating that the Council would wish to be represented at any oral hearing. Item 7.2 Mr Slaughter had advised Councillors about the matter of a Deed of Easement over Parish Council land for the purposes of laying a foul sewer as part of the new Philips house development which was being dealt with by the GPC solicitor.

Recreation and Amenities Committee
5.1
Minutes of Meeting held on 11th June 2009 were noted. The Beech Allotment lock for the gate had gone missing and there had been a spate of thefts from plots. The ROSPA report had been received with a good report for all sites but had recommended an anti-bullying gate at Lyndon Green but this was not considered necessary. The new cricket nets had been installed on the Sports Field. Following a meeting with the Grayshott Society and Cllr. Ferris Cowper about Traffic calming for the village, they were still trying to find the right consultant to progress the matter further. The bins at the skate park had been full. It had been agreed to arrange for the weeds at the rear of the Skate park to be strimmed back from the fence to make cleaning easier. The Square refurbishment project had received confirmation of funding from HCC.

Recommendations - none
5.3 
War Memorial Lawncare – a cheque for £1,000 had been received from the Hidden Gardens of Grayshott for the upkeep of the grass in the War Memorial garden, together with provision of edging for the grass, the final choice of which was still to be agreed. Mr Slaughter proposed that the funds be accepted, Mrs Myers seconded the proposal and all agreed. The Clerk was requested to write and thank the Hidden Gardens committee.

Policy and Resources Committee
6.1
Minutes of the meeting held on 8th June 2009 - noted .

Recommendations – Item 5. Following the meeting between Mr. Slaughter, Mr. Fudge, Cllr. Cowper and the Grayshott Society on Traffic Calming in Grayshott, the Clerk was requested to write to Cllr. Sam James informing him of the Parish Council’s wish to have a unified traffic management plan for Grayshott. It was also agreed that Surrey CC and the Highways Agency should be informed that water run off from the A3 was a problem in the village due to the lack of drains in the Surrey section of Headley Road. The Clerk was requested to contact Haslemere TC to find out who to speak to. We are still awaiting notice of an exhibition / consultation on traffic calming proposals in connection with the development of alternative proposals re traffic calming relating to the A3 works. It was agreed that it would be good if a date for this could be organised before the 11th September, which is the deadline for the Parish Scene, so that details could be included in the next edition.  Item 8.1.  Rent is now paid for the Parish office instead of grant funding to the GVHMC. A new draft rental agreement has been received and Mr. Slaughter proposed that he be permitted to sign it subject to its being synonymous with the previous year’s terms and conditions. Mr Georgii declared a personal interest and abstained from voting. Mr. Jones seconded the proposal and all agreed. A grant of £2,100 was approved to assist with the unexpected burden of the insurance for the Village hall this year as a one-off grant. The Clerk had written to GVHMC to offer funding for environmental work on the Village Hall.

The Square Refurbishment Proposals – Councillors considered the revised plans drawn up by the HCC Landscape Architect, following the consultation. Mr Slaughter proposed that the plans be accepted, Mr. Jones seconded and all agreed with the proviso that there would definitely be lighting in the Square as the plans state "possible" up-lighters in the trees.

Accounts for 2008-09

Income and Expenditure Report as at 30th June 2009 – received. The Chairman advised Councillors of the steps taken to recover the amount owed under Sundry debtors and it was agreed that the opportunity to work off the amount owed should be given to the debtor concerned. The clerk was requested to write asking for estimates for any relevant projects.  Mr. Slaughter gave details of items of expenditure for Councillors’ information and explained that a new account would be opened in the Grants section of the accounts for the Village Hall grant..

Bank Accounts – reconciliations for all accounts received and noted.

Accounts for Payment - A list of all accounts paid since the 1st April 2009 together with a list of payments due to be made at 1st July 2009 were circulated and approved subject to the following conditions:

 The payment due to Total Play in respect of the Cricket Nets should only be made when the grant had been received from ECB. 
The P.I.G. committee should be asked for a contribution of £35 towards the cost of GPC facilities for the Sunday Funday in 2008.

Grant  - Recreation Ground known as Village Green Recreation Ground Trust – Mr. Slaughter explained that Lyndon Green and the Village Green were maintained under the Recreation Ground Trust which was a separate charity. The cost of maintaining the greens for 2008/9 was £2,027.00. It was proposed by Mr. Slaughter and seconded by Mrs. Gale that GPC approve a grant for this amount to the trust. All agreed. 

The Chairman requested approval to bring item 9 forward on the agenda. All agreed.

 The meeting adjourned to hear from Mrs. Julie Beavis and Mr. Darren Broom. The meeting then reconvened. On the proposal of Mr Slaughter, seconded by Mr Jones and approved by all, the Council passed a resolution, in accordance with Standing Order No. 9.9 to exclude members of the public and press. Mrs. Beavis and Mr. Broom left the meeting. Mr Murphy declared a personal and prejudicial interest and withdrew from the table. Councillors agreed that it was unfortunate that only one vacancy existed as both applicants would be an asset to the Council for different reasons. After some discussion it was agreed that Mrs Beavis be invited to join the Parish Council. The Clerk was requested to write to Mr Broom thanking him for his interest and reassuring him that his application would be welcomed should another vacancy occur in the future.
As the time was 9.30pm, the Chairman extended the meeting for 30 minutes

Councillors agreed to permit the use of the lights between the hours of 4pm on Saturday 26th September 2009 and 1am on Sunday 27th September 2009 as requested subject to the following conditions: A qualified electrician be used to switch the lights on and off at the agreed times and the name of the designated electrician together with a copy of his or her qualifying certification to be provided before the wedding. This should be arranged and paid for by Mr & Mrs Duncan and a donation should be made covering any cost incurred by their use.
