8. Grayshott Conservation Area Character Appraisal – Section 4 (Update Cllr Georgii)

Cllr Georgii researched the implications of requesting the imposition of an Article 4 (2) direction to be applied on houses in the Conservation Area. This would remove permitted development rights and give tighter control of materials used and types of features to conserve uniformity. This would have to have Secretary of State approval and would be submitted by EHDC on behalf of the Parish Council.

Concern was voiced that this would have the result of the Parish Council imposing the use of more expensive materials upon residents and seeking to control the minutiae of development.   

Cllr Jones proposed the motion that the Committee would not seek the imposition of an Article 4(2) direction. This was agreed by 4 Councillors with1 abstention.
9. Village Planning Matters

a) Bay Leaf Restaurant, Headley Road.  Change to frontage. Cllr Gale spoke to enforcement, who stated that a retrospective application is in the process of being submitted.
b) St Luke's Church notice board. Cllr Slaughter noted that the Church are looking to move and enlarge their board. The Locum Clerk suggested that the Church be referred to EHDC pre- planning for advice on whether Conservation Area consent is required for the proposal.  
c) It was noted that preparation work has been made for a garage to be sited in front of Gray House. It was agreed that there was no breach of planning at this time. 
d) Cllr Gale asked if Councillors were aware of what works householders were able to carry our under the new permitted developments laws. The Locum Clerk advised consulting the Planning Portal 3D house at http://www.planningportal.gov.uk/uploads/hhg/houseguide.html  for assistance.
