7. Village Planning Matters.

7.1 Councillors noted correspondence between the Assistant Clerk and Chris Murray (Head of Planning Services at EHDC) regarding issues with EHDC’s On-line Planning Portal, some linked to deadline extensions for submission of comments.  The Assistant Clerk presented a spreadsheet to Councillors, which showed details of planning application deadlines and meeting dates.  The analysis 
indicated there would be fewer deadline extensions required if P&C meetings were held later in the month.  The Assistant Clerk was requested to prepare some further analysis and to check Councillors’ availability for a revised calendar of meetings.  Mrs Gale extended thanks on behalf of all Councillors to the Assistant Clerk for her work in preparing the necessary information for the meeting.
7.2 Councillors noted a document from Major Jeremy Whitaker regarding traffic flow, development of Grayshott and associated infrastructure concerns.
7.3 Mr Jones raised the subject of current and future development of Hindhead, and asked Councillors for their views on liaison with Waverley Borough Council and / or Haslemere Town Council.  Mr Jones also referred to a letter from Thames Water regarding water and sewerage for the development of a nursing home at Expedier House, Hindhead (planning application WA/2009/1835).  Mr Jones suggested that the Planning Committee could liaise with members of Waverley Borough Council and/or Haslemere Town Council regarding planning applications for Hindhead.  Mr Thompson suggested that first the Assistant Clerk or Clerk should liaise with EHDC to establish if EHDC have a dialogue with WBC regarding planning applications and future development in neighbouring areas of Surrey.  Mrs Gale suggested that GPC should monitor the weekly list of planning applications from WBC and all agreed.  Mrs Gale volunteered to do this on a weekly basis, and Councillors thanked her for offering to do this.

EHDC Local Development Framework: Consultation on Core Strategy - the Preferred Policies.

Mr Jones noted and gave thanks for the meeting held by Cllr Ferris Cowper on 4th January.  Mr Jones 
 
circulated and gave thanks for subsequent responses from local residents, societies and 



organisations.  It was noted that the consultation was due to expire on Monday 18th January 2010 at 

5pm*.
The meeting adjourned at 8.27pm, to allow a member of the public to speak.  The meeting reconvened at 8.29pm.
8.2 Proposed draft response:  

GPC’s draft response to the Core Strategy document was noted.  A letter sent by GPC to EHDC in May 
2008, in response to the LDF Framework Consultation was circulated, in which GPC challenged a 
statement regarding good bus services.  Councillors agreed that GPC should refer to this letter and 
attach it as an appendix when responding to the latest LDF Core Strategy – Preferred Policies 
consultation.  Councillors discussed all aspects of the Core Strategy document relating to Grayshott, 
including paragraph 5.165, which refers to an allocation for about 50 new homes.  On this subject, 
Councillors were divided in opinion, but all agreed that the village’s infrastructure would have to be 
improved, in order to support such an allocation, and also that the location of a new development would 
need careful consideration.  All agreed that Mr Jones would prepare a summary of key points that 
would be approved by Mr Slaughter and included in the draft response that would be e-mailed to the LDF 
by the Assistant Clerk prior to the consultation expiry. 
The meeting adjourned at 9.06pm, to allow a member of the public to speak.  The meeting reconvened at 9.09pm.
