8.1
Councillors discussed the core strategy document that had previously been circulated to all.  Mr 
Thompson advised he thought there was nothing in the core strategy document that should concern 
Grayshott.  Mr Slaughter advised he was happy not to comment.  Mr Thompson suggested that the 
Assistant Clerk respond to thank WBC for keeping us informed, and that there were no comments of 
concerns at this stage.  Mrs Gale asked if all agreed not to comment – all agreed.

Proposed street naming for Philips House development:  Councillors discussed options for new street 

names and agreed to propose ‘Whitaker Way’ for the new road at the end of Beech Hanger End and 

‘Philips Close’ for the other development on the Philips House site.  Mrs Gale agreed to speak with Major 

J Whitaker to ask for his approval to use his family name.  Mrs Gale proposed that the decision then be 

taken to GPC on 8/3/10.  Mr Slaughter seconded the proposal and all agreed.

approach EHDC to ask that they be kept informed on the matter.  All agreed.

Pavements outside Philips House development:  Complaints had been received regarding the state of the 

pavements outside the Drum Housing development, and the Assistant Clerk confirmed she had 


contacted Drum Housing and had received a response ensuring her that the footpath would be kept 

usable and that the main soil works away from the site had now been completed.
