7. 
Village Planning Matters

7.1 Drains outside The Famous Chef Takeaway – The Chairman asked that this matter was raised in this 
meeting as this drainage problem is within the conservation area and he wanted to update the Councillors. 
The problems arise when there is a heavy down pour and the drains along the Headley Road get blocked 
up. It is the lack of any drainage at all on the north side of Headley Road between Boundary Road and the 
A3 which is a major contributor to the water flow into Grayshott Village itself, resulting in water running over 
the drop kerb and into the shop itself causing flooding and damage inside the Chinese Takeaway.  


The Assistant Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Department to report this urgent matter and to copy 
the letter to Councillor Sam James.


7.2 Land at Rear of Philips House, Grayshott – Mr Slaughter explained to the Committee we were awaiting a 
response from Burley and Geach regarding the re-routing sewer works at the rear of the Philips House 
development.    

7.3 South Downs National Park Consultation. – The Chairman read an E-mail to the Councillors regarding 
the SDNP consultation and the EHAPTC September meeting. This was noted and Councillors did not wish to comment. 



7.4 Mr Robinson raised the matter of Banners and signage being displayed in the village conservation 
areas. Councillors agreed that anybody displaying advertising boards or banners for events, premises or 
businesses will be asked to consult with the Parish Council first before displaying their promotional material 
for future events in respect to the conservation area and to prevent any area becoming cluttered and 
unsightly. The Assistant Clerk was asked to minute that the Council would like to contact Reverend Moray 
Thomas of St Luke’s church, to liaise with the organisers of the Kid’s Club being run over the holidays at the 
church, for the next years advertising of this event.

7.5 Mr Murphy reported that he had been approached by a member of the public regarding the lighting of 
the war memorial in the village. This was discussed and it was revealed that this matter had been raised at a 
previous meeting and it was decided that this was not a viable project.
