Grayshott Square Group - Minutes of the Meeting held on 17th March 2009

Colin Thompson advised members that Ann Myers and Jenny Gayler would be standing down from the Committee due to work commitments. Liz Pennick would be resigning as Secretary at the AGM but would be willing to remain on the Committee and take the minutes of the Project Team meetings, if required.

1. Minutes of the Square Group meeting held on 29th January 08 were read and approved. Draft minutes of the Project Team Meeting held on 18th February 2009 were read and noted. LP was awaiting approval form Katie Morgans before they could go on the website.

2.   Matters arising from last minutes – The presentation to EHDC N.E. Community Forum was made on 20th January and was well received. It sowed the seeds for any future funding applications and Alex White was thanked for her hard work in putting the presentation together.

3.   Treasurer’s Report – Caroline Kaighin had informed Colin that the funds remained the same as previously reported apart from £60 from the Pancake Race (donation received from Golden Poultry).

4.  HCTI Project Team Meeting:

The plans were displayed on 6th and 7th March 2009.  Most comments were favourable – only one lady was adamantly opposed to the scheme. Some objections were made about the electronic information point being located in the Square stating that it would be out of place and some felt it was not appropriate for a village. It may be better located by the Post Box alongside Keats’ side wall. One suggestion was to locate it in the Headley Road car park but this was not central to the village for notices. Other objections concerned the advertising in the Co-op side windows. It was not possible to have these changed unless the Co-op reviewed their policy. The display would go up again at the Parish Assembly.
5.  AGM – an Annual Report and Treasurer’s report would be required and election of Committee and officers. It was suggested that it could be held at the Social Club on Tuesday 19th May. PH to investigate availability. 

6. Fundraising

It was hoped to be able to put in an application to Changing Spaces soon but we are still awaiting the outcome of the HCTI grant . Katie Morgans had been told that this would be confirmed by the end of March 2009.

Shrove Tuesday – 24th Feb – Review of Pancake race. It was well attended and had received good coverage locally. The chickens were a good addition to the proceedings. Comments were made that the school children would like to take part in future.

It should be located nearer to the Village Kitchen & the tea urn to be plugged in inside the shopas last year the extension lead caused the plug to melt..  PW offered use of tea pots, jugs, plates, cups & saucers etc and would provide cream & jam. CT & PH to collect tables & chairs from Village Hall at lunchtime. LP to ask Jon Hills if children would like to do maypole dancing. Scones to be made by  Vanessa, Liz & Scouts again and CT to ask Sarah Rowlands to help. Meet in The Square 12 noon (Subsequently changed to 11am). 
The Great British Square Meal - Sunday 10th May. Alex White is looking into the British Event on the internet for possible giveaways to dress the Square. Menu may include Beef and Ale Pie, Sausages with onion gravy, leek mash, peas and Queen of puddings 

Will Benson was not keen to be involved in an event in the Square for Hampshire Food Festival. LP to talk to Petersfield Market co-ordinators to get a list of stall holders & see if we can organise anything, maybe general stalls rather than just food. Investigate Market seminar being held.

Valuation / Antiques and Bric a Brac Sale / Art Exhibition 2009  – these should be postponed for the time being.

Supper Safari – CT to ask JG  to investigate for the autumn. 

Croquet – PH unable to organise due to family commitments so this will be postponed this year.

Square dance or  Auction & Valuation day still a possibility. All to explore.
