1. Minutes of the meeting held on 27th November 08 were read and approved.

AOB  JG advised members that she felt the trees should all be of the same variety and evergreen for The Square and suggested Holm Oaks as a good species, an example of which can be seen at Hatfield House, or alternatively a dark green Holly which grows slowly. A tree with a clear stem of 2.2mt before the branches should be selected and the tree would need pruning once a year to keep its shape. Deciduous trees grow more quickly and bare branches for 5 or 6 months of the year with paving would be quite stark. Glow worm lighting could be used in the trees which are tight little balls. There is an opportunity for sponsorship which would help fund the purchase. JG recommended a tree Nursery at Milland for mature specimens.
