Minutes of the Meeting of the Square Group held on 10th June 2008

Present: Colin Thompson, Peter Hatch, Barrie Archer, Caroline Kaighin, Peter White and Liz Pennick. Gordon Sanderson arrived after item 5.
1. Apologies: Alex White and Jenny Gayler
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 29th April were read and agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s report. The Paella in the Plaza event raised £1740. The bank account shows £6050. This excludes the £2000 pledged by GPC. Liz Pennick to supply Caroline Kaighin with TENS licence paperwork for payment of £21 fee to be made to GPC. 

4. Hampshire Country Towns Initiative – Colin Thompson had been contacted by Chris Williams who had confirmed that The Square Project had been approved for funding. There was £20,000 available in the budget this year for design work by a landscape architect. HCTI had suggested Terrafirma from Petersfield who were experienced in urban landscape design. A further £100,000 had been allocated towards the work in 08/09, which would be confirmed at their meeting in August. Liz Pennick to arrange a meeting w/c 7th July in GPC office between The Square Group, Chris Williams, Stephen Destehoare from EHDC and Clive Slaughter from GPC. Also to ask Jenny Gayler to circulate the updated brief. This should have “own electricity supply” added to the specifications. All consultation papers would also be required from Jenny. Colin Thompson advised the committee that Nick Chilton had volunteered to assist with fundraising advice.  

5. Presentation – Colin Thompson is making a presentation to EHDC on the 15th July ’08 regarding The Square Project. Anyone with photos of The Square/ Events held in The Square should provide these on disks to Colin. 
Colin Thompson welcomed Gordon Sanderson, chairman of Grayshott Scout Group. 

6. Events: 

· Godalming Brass Band – They are now unavailable on the 28th September. A Boundary Walk has been planned for the morning, organised by the Grayshott Scout Group. Gordon Sanderson informed the committee that the walk took place last year to commemorate the centenary of scouting and was attended by around 150 people. It raised around £1000 but more importantly, promoted scouting in the village. The walk took about 3 hours and registration commenced at The British Legion Club or Ludshott Common from 9:30 am until 2:30 pm. Walkers paid £5 to take part and were supplied with a sponsorship form to enable them to raise funds for their project. Barry Archer said that she is taking part this year and could be sponsored in aid of The Square Fund. Whilst The Square Group was anxious not to detract from The British Legion, it was agreed with Gordon Sanderson that the route could be detoured by signposts at the bottom of Avenue Road informing walkers of refreshments in The Square.  Caroline Kaighin agreed to investigate the possibility of a hog roast which could be ready for serving around 12 noon in The Square. Peter Hatch would send a sponsorship letter to all members of The Square Group on the database in July. 
· Paella in the Plaza - This was a great success. The food was excellent and Peter White was thanked for all his hard work. The seafood had been a gamble but was popular on the day.
· 14th September – Peter White said he was still available for a community lunch on this day. It was therefore agreed to organise an event with a French theme. Caroline Kaighin would project manage this as Liz Pennick would be unavailable immediately prior to the event but could help on the day. It was agreed that the event should be called Moules dans la Place. Peter White that the menu could be Charcuterie as a starter followed by Moules a Frites and something like Mille Fieulle. It was agreed to provide a slightly cheaper wine as an alternative. Liz would organise posters and tickets showing drinks at 12:30 for lunch at 1pm. The price per head to be £17.50. Pete Hatch to investigate an accordionist or musicians/singer.  
· Sunday Funday – The Square Group would have a table in the Headley Road car park to be set up by Colin Thompson. Liz would provide a display together with Boundary Walk sponsorship forms and membership forms. Barry Archer had also agreed to man the stall  for a short while and Caroline agreed to help if she was available. 

· Artist Display – Contact has been made by Gallery One with Mr Wickes. An exhibition for local artists is being organised from the 14th to the 18th October. Artists would donate a small percentage of any sales revenue to The Square Fund. 

· Colin Thompson informed the committee that Millie Whittam, who is 11,  had applied to the Parish Council to have a cake stall in the Square in aid of a charity supporting children with cancer. Having performed a risk assessment to negate the necessity for public indemnity insurance, permission would be granted for this event. 

· A councillor from Headley Parish Council had asked permission for Morris Dancers to use the Square on Saturday 19th July. 
· The possibility of a food fair was raised with local restaurants running stalls for tasting session and this would be considered further for the Spring.

7. The next meeting will be held at 7:15 pm on either the 8th or 10th July, dependent on the date of the meeting with HCTI, in the Village Kitchen. Liz Pennick to confirm.
