Minutes of the Meeting of the Square Group held on 29th April 2008

Present: Colin Thompson, Peter Hatch, Barrie Archer, Caroline Kaighin, Peter White, Liz Pennick and Jenny Gayler
1. Apologies: Alex White

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 19th February were read and agreed. 
3. Treasurer’s report. The St. Georges day cream teas raised £360.01. The bank account showed £5737.49 and £2000 was still due from GPC. Caroline Kaighin will look into the possibilities of a high interest account for funds. The Paella event had taken £1450 so far in ticket sales. 

4. Sculpture: The responses to the sculpture designed by Ian Woodard were considered. The vast majority did not feel that this style of sculpture was appropriate for Grayshott. Some had suggested a wooden sculpture but this could be vandalised, carved or burnt and so was not considered advisable. Colin Thompson and Liz Pennick would visit Gallery One and pass on the public’s comments and ask if Ian Woodard would consider designing a different sculpture which would be more uplifting. Pete Hatch suggested an area of the Square could be set aside for the public display of a sculpture, on a temporary basis, for a set period of time. This could then be removed for the Christmas tree. He would contact Farnham Art School if this was something they would be interested in utilising. Jenny Gayler pointed out that the style of sculptures exhibited may not suit the overall design for the Square. Colin Thompson felt that, personally, he favoured a water feature and several committee members agreed that this would be a strong contender within the design. 
5. Brief: Jenny Gayler had drawn up a brief for consideration. The following should be included: 

· Allow temporary, level access for vehicle to Square. 
· Disabled access. 

· Take note of previous consultative processes. 

· Take into account wind, weather and vandals.

· To include water/sculpture (under specifics)

· To include water stand pipe (under sundries)

· To allow room for two or three x 12 by 4 metre tents (under sundries)

6. Membership: This stands at more than one hundred to date. 

7. The owners of the freehold flats and shops surrounding The Square had formed an organisation and had asked for a representative to be included on The Square Group Committee. Ann Myers had been suggested and all agreed to this proposal. 

8. Events: 

· Paella in the Plaza – Ticket sales are going well. Dave Cook may be able to help. Setup would be in The Square at 9am. The Flamenco Guitarists would be asked to perform after the Main Course. Liz Pennick agreed to bring membership forms and would liaise with Peter White in the week preceding the event. Caroline Kaighin would organise the raffle. 

· St. George’s Day – Very encouraging to see so many people attend who don’t usually come to events. It was a huge success and several people had suggested that it should be repeated next year. Peter White was thanked for his team’s huge input. Barry Archer reminded the committee that there had been a problem with the electrical supply and Colin Thompson asked her to speak to Brian Archer about the possibility of supplying a 13 Amp extension lead for events. 
· Godalming Brass Band – They are available on the 28th September. Sarah Rowlands and Robert Sweet have agreed to pay the expenses. A Boundary Walk has been planned for the morning and Peter Hatch agreed to liaise with the organisers to tie in with the Brass Band event.

· Artist Display – No contact has been made as yet with Mr. Wicks. 

9. Colin Thompson had been asked to make a presentation to EHDC about the future plans for the refurbishment of The Square. Peter White was asked to speak to Alex White regarding the possibility of her working with Colin on this.

10.  The committee were reminded that the Country Towns Initiative would making a decision next month. 

11. The next meeting will be held at 7:15 pm on Tuesday 10th June in the Village Kitchen.
