Minutes of Meeting on 31st March 2010 

Present:  Colin Thompson, Peter White, Peter Hatch, Liz Pennick, David Phillips, Myles Hill, Caroline Kaighan and Barri Archer.  Alex White has stepped down from the Committee due to pressure of work.  Thanks to Alex for her contribution and hard work towards bringing the New Square to fruition.

Previous minutes:  approved.

Tiles:  Liz Pennick showed the Committee a selection of the proposed tiles for the organisations, committees and groups that have supported the Square Group.  They will be mounted possibly on stainless steel panels, which will be hung on the side of the Co-Op wall below the extractor fan but above the bench and planter.  Peter White has name of metal fabricator who might do the metal work for us.  The tiles are being made at a cost of £35.00 a tile, which is well below their true value.

Treasurers Report:  £15,000 in Account + £2,000 which included £400 donation from Clive Purkiss £400 for a tree in the Square.  The sum of £13,500 is committed to EHDC and a cheque was given to Liz for banking in GPC account. Liz would be paying the first stage payment w/c 12th April and claiming £10,000 from HCC with further stage payments thereafter. 

Lights:  These will go under the benches.  Contractor quoted for a different length of wiring than what we actually needed.   Therefore we have had to find the money for the extra lengths - £3,000.  The lights in the trees cannot be put up for a couple of years because they will have to mature.  Christmas tree lights will be bought instead from the additional funding from HCC.

Side Passage Lights: The Village Square Committee will no longer maintain the lights in the alley.  The P.C. will probably agree to look after these in the future.  This will require additional wiring at a cost of £200.00 which the PC will fund.

Keats Notice Board/Bench/Square Notice Board and Rubbish Bins: Colin Thompson will remove the bench and notice board and EHDC will remove the bins.

Brick Flower Bed:  Temporary warning tape put up to warn people of unstable brickwork.

Roses:  These have been removed to a new home.

Drain Pipes/Fascias:  These have almost been finished.  Co-Op drain pipes have been done.

Co-Op Property Department:  No news has been received as yet regarding the new artwork for the windows.

Loud Speakers:  David Phillips having problems getting a reply from supplier regarding information on speakers/amp/wiring.  Steve Georgio may be approached for contact.

Shop Keepers:  Contractor will make contact with Shop Keepers and residents w/c 12th April to advise them of the working schedule.

New Name of Square:  I’Anson Square.

Opening Party:  After much discussion it was decided not to go ahead with a Square Party but to keep it to a luncheon similar to previous ones.  Peter White was asked to see if he was free to provide a three course lunch on 12th September. The theme will probably be British as this proved the most popular event.  Nearer the time we will have to decide who to invite as guests – HCC Councillors/PC Councillors and others who have supported the Square over the years. Grayshott in Bloom: They have approached businesses and have organised new self watering planters.  BIG are sponsoring this.

Christmas Market:  It was suggested that the Christmas Market be returned to the Square after the re-fit.  It was originally held here and was felt the atmosphere added something to the event. Pete Hatch agreed to liase with Dick Smith.
